THE RAILWAY POLICE IN BRITAIN

The modern Police Service owes much to Sir Patrick COLQUHOUN (1745 -
1820). He recommended the creation of a centralized Police Service for the Country
and the use of men specifically trained for the purpose. After much discussion, Sir
Robert PEEL introduced his famous Act of Parliament in 1829, which led to the crea-
tion of the Metropolitan Police.

In 1830 the Liverpool and Manchester Railway was formally opened by the
Duke of Wellington. It was the first public railway in the world to transport traffic
(goods and passengers) by locomotive. Within a few months of both the introduction
of the Metropolitan Police and the opening of the Liverpool and Manchester Railway.
The first Railway Police Force was formed. They were appointed to: 1) preserve law
and order on the construction site of the railway, 2) patrol and protect the line, 3) con-
trol the movement of railway traffic.

In order to regulate trains, watches, flags and lamps were issued to each con-
stable. The flags were red and white, the former to mean “stop” the latter to mean “all
clear”. The duties of these forerunners of the Police Service were to maintain law and
order on the railways and to regulate the movement of trains. These somewhat static
duties were, however, to change in the next fifty years as the railway network ex-
tended throughout the country.

During the War the Railways were run by a Railway Executive Committee
who set up a Police Committee formed by each of the Chiefs of Police. This commit-
tee coordinated Britain Railway Police and reported to the Railway Executive. The
requirements for training were recognised and in 1945 twelve experienced Railway
Police Officers from the four main companies attended a Special Home Office
Course for Police Instructors. Their work subsequently led to the formation of the Po-
lice Training College.

The first Chief Constable of the British Transport Police was Mr. Arthur
WEST. During the late 1980’s the British Transport Police realised the benefits of re-
cruiting civilians to take over many “non-police” roles previously done by police of-
ficers. On 1st April 1992 under Chief Constable Desmond O’Brien, the British
Transport Police was reorganized and divided into eight Areas, each led by an Area
Commander.

The IRA targeted Britains railways for the early 1990's with bombs exploding
on railway stations, lineside and on trains. The problem was further compounded by
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numerous hoax calls. The Force continues to work long hours and liaise with the se-
curity services to ensure that the railways are safe. The opening of the Channel Tun-
nel saw a dedicated group of officers policing the international link to the continent.
There have been many occasions in the past 175 however the British Transport Police
always act with professionalism and dedication to respond to any challenge.

CANADIAN CONSTITUTION: HISTORY AND PRESENT

In 1982, Canada finally evolved into a full-fledged independent nation. In ef-
fect, it had been so since 1867, when the British North America Act was passed by
the British Parliament, but the Canadian «Constitution» remained a British Statute,
and any changes in it could only be made by the British Parliament. That final link
with the United Kingdom was severed when the British Parliament passed the Can-
ada Act, granting the country complete control over its own law-making power. At
the same time, Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms was enacted as «the Su-
preme Law» of the country, both Parliament and provincial legislatures being obliged
to respect it in the drafting of any future laws.

Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms had been the goal of many Canadian
politicians for many years prior to 1982, but the division of powers between federal
and provincial governments under the British North America Act, 1867, precluded
establishment of a Charter, which would bind both levels of government. Indeed, the
act establishing the legislative powers of two levels of government was itself beyond
their reach and only capable of amendment by the British Parliament.

Nevertheless, in an attempt to recognize the fundamental rights and freedoms
which Canadian citizens enjoyed, in 1960 the Parliament of Canada enacted the Ca-
nadian Bill of Rights. A number of provinces introduced similar legislation them-
selves there after, as well. While these statutes recognize the fundamental rights and
freedoms of individuals and groups, the statutes themselves were only ordinary stat-
utes and could be overridden, or changed at any time by government, or indeed by
any other statute a particular government might enact. These statutes offered no real
protection for rights and freedoms.

In October 1980 the federal government established a special joint Committee
of the Senate and the House of Commons to study a prepared Constitution that would
embody the British North America Act and a Charter of Rights for Canadians. This
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
