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Sport in the United Kingdom recently has become much more popular and
commercial, just like all over the world. The increase of professionalism on the
pitches and beyond their boundary lines, which were reviewed in Mass Media and
sponsoring system in particular, turned sport into a milliard industry.

Although the government of GB usually does not interfere into sport relations,
sometimes it is necessary to take special measures after some incidents. There are
some examples of sport regulation, given below.

Because of many injuries in the stadiums, which provoked the death of sup-
porters (last in Hillsboro, 1989) , the government introduced the system of stadium li-
censes, which is based on the Law about the safety of sport facilities (1975) and the
Law about football supporters (1989). The result is that the most important football
stadiums liquidated all standing seats.

The social problem of rowdyism, especially during the football matches, moti-
vated the government to adopt the Law about the sport events (the restriction of alco-
hol consuming) 1985, the law about crimes, connected with football 1991 and the
Law about football (disorders) 2000. Now it is considered to be a violating of the law
to shout racial slogans, to cast different things or to run into the pitch. The supporters,
suspected in committing violence, may be forbidden to attend home matches or
matches abroad. ‘

The government also moves in other direction: it announced selling the tickets
off hands illegal, forbade the advertisement of tobacco during the sport games and the
sponsor supporting of tobacco companies (according to the legislation of EU), also it
regulates , which sport events should be translated on the satellite TV.

It is useful to appeal to the history of football in order to understand the role of
the National Regulation Organs (NRO) in British sport. In the middle of XIX there
existed a kind of sport, which was played at the universities and at schools all over
the country. Although the play had some common rules, there were a lot of differ-
ences between the uniforms of the players and the rules. That is why in 1863 the cap-
tains and the representatives of twelve teams from London gathered to standardize
the rules. Eleven teams voted for the setting of Football Association {one team voted
against) and after the discussion the Rules of Football Association were published
(November, 1863).

NRO regulate not only football. Every kind of sport in GB has its own NRO,
and now there are more than 400. In a lot of cases a concrete kind of sport appeared
simultaneously with these organs (for example, the Rugby League). The power of
NRO is often compared with the authorization of the government of the whole coun-
try, because NRO can put the laws in operation and rule an every-day life of its kind
of sport.

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Alcatraz Island (sometimes informally referred to as simply Alcatraz or by its
pop-culture name, The Rock) is a smaller island located in the middle of San Fran-
cisco Bay in California, United States. [t served as a lighthouse, then a military forti-
fication, then a military prison followed by a federal prison until 1963.

Because of its natural isolation in the middle of a bay, surrounded by cold wa-
ter and strong sea currents, Alcatraz was soon considered by the U.S. Army as an
ideal location for holding captives.

Alcatraz was the Army’s first long-term prison, and it was already beginning to
build its reputation as a tough detention facility by exposing inmates to harsh condi-
tions and iron fisted discipline. The prisoners who violated the rules faced strict dis-
ciplinary measures. Violators were assigned punishments that included, but were not
limited to, working on hard labor details and solitary lock-downs with a severely re-
stricted bread and water diet.

Despite the strict rules for criminals, Alcatraz primarily functioned in a mini-
mum-security capacity. The types of work assignments given to inmates changed de-
pending on the prisoners, their classification, and how responsible they were. Many
inmates worked as general servants who cooked, cleaned, and attended to household
works for the families who lived on the island. In many cases, select prisoners were
given the responsibility to care for the children of staff members. The lack of a strict
focus on prison security helped some inmates who hoped to be able to escape from
the prison. But in spite of their best efforts, most escapees never made it to land, and
usually turned back to be rescued from the freezing waters. Those who failed to turn
back died because of the cold water.

Due to rising operational costs because of its location, the War Department de-
cided to close this famous prison in 1934, and it was subsequently taken over by the
Department of Justice.

In April of 1934, the completed works gave the military prison a new face and
identity. The soft, squared bars were replaced with very modern tool-proof iron bars.
Electricity was routed into each cell, and all of the utility tunnels were cemented to
completely remove the possibility that a prisoner could enter or hide in them for es-
cape purposes. Tool-proof iron window coverings would protect all the areas that
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
