THE PENITENTIARY OF THE USA (ALCATRAZ «THE ROCK»)

Alcatraz Island (sometimes informally referred to as simply Alcatraz or by its
pop-culture name, The Rock) is a smaller island located in the middle of San Fran-
cisco Bay in California, United States. [t served as a lighthouse, then a military forti-
fication, then a military prison followed by a federal prison until 1963.

Because of its natural isolation in the middle of a bay, surrounded by cold wa-
ter and strong sea currents, Alcatraz was soon considered by the U.S. Army as an
ideal location for holding captives.

Alcatraz was the Army’s first long-term prison, and it was already beginning to
build its reputation as a tough detention facility by exposing inmates to harsh condi-
tions and iron fisted discipline. The prisoners who violated the rules faced strict dis-
ciplinary measures. Violators were assigned punishments that included, but were not
limited to, working on hard labor details and solitary lock-downs with a severely re-
stricted bread and water diet.

Despite the strict rules for criminals, Alcatraz primarily functioned in a mini-
mum-security capacity. The types of work assignments given to inmates changed de-
pending on the prisoners, their classification, and how responsible they were. Many
inmates worked as general servants who cooked, cleaned, and attended to household
works for the families who lived on the island. In many cases, select prisoners were
given the responsibility to care for the children of staff members. The lack of a strict
focus on prison security helped some inmates who hoped to be able to escape from
the prison. But in spite of their best efforts, most escapees never made it to land, and
usually turned back to be rescued from the freezing waters. Those who failed to turn
back died because of the cold water.

Due to rising operational costs because of its location, the War Department de-
cided to close this famous prison in 1934, and it was subsequently taken over by the
Department of Justice.

In April of 1934, the completed works gave the military prison a new face and
identity. The soft, squared bars were replaced with very modern tool-proof iron bars.
Electricity was routed into each cell, and all of the utility tunnels were cemented to
completely remove the possibility that a prisoner could enter or hide in them for es-
cape purposes. Tool-proof iron window coverings would protect all the areas that
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could be accessed by inmates. Special gun galleries surrounded the cell block perime-
ters, allowing guards to carry weapons while being protected behind iron barriers.

The prison population at Alcatraz was made up of inmates who had histories of
unmanageable behavior or escape attempts, and high-profile inmates who had been
receiving special privileges because of their public status.

The inmates’ day began when they were woken at 6:30 a.m., and were given
twenty-five minutes to clean their cells and stand to be counted. At 6:55 a.m. individ-
ual tiers of cells would be opened one by one, and the inmates would march in single
line into the Mess Hall. They would be given twenty minutes to eat and would then
pe marched out to line up for their work assignments. The main corridor of the cell
house was named “Broadway” by the inmates, and the cells along this passageway
were considered the least desirable in the prison. The cells on the bottom tier were
colder because they stood against the long slick run of cement, and they were also the
least private, as inmates, guards, and other prison personnel frequented this corridor.
The newer were generally assigned to the second tier of B Block, and were placed in
quarantine status for the first three months of their term on The Rock.

In the early years at Alcatraz, Warden Johnston maintained a silence policy
that many inmates considered to be their most unbearable punishment. Many com-
plaints were posted for this matter. There were reports that several inmates were be-
ing driven insane by the severe rule of silence on Alcatraz. The silence policy was
later relaxed, but this was one of only a few policy changes that occurred over the
prison's history.

On March 21, 1963 the penitentiary Alcatraz was closed because it was far
more expensive to operate than other prisons (nearly $10 per prisoner per day, as op-
posed to $3 per prisoner per day at Atlanta),and the bay was being badly polluted by
the sewage from the approximately 250 inmates and 60 Bureau of Prisons families on
the island. The United States Penitentiary in Marion, Illinois, a new, traditional land-
bound prison opened that same year to serve as a replacement for Alcatraz.

Since 1971 the island is a historic site operated by the National Park Service as
part of the Golden Gate National Recreation Area.

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TRIBUNAL OF THE INQUISITION

It is a common notion that the tribunal of the Inquisition was the ordinary
means utilized by the Catholic Church to fight heresy. As a matter of fact, to safe-
guard orthodoxy is first of all a duty of the episcopate, whose task is not only to teach
the truth of faith, but also to defend it from those who threaten it. Finally, it is neces-
sary to specify that the same name is given not only to the institution risen in XIII
century, the so-called medieval Inquisition, but also to the Spanish Inquisition — cre-
ated by Pope Sixtus IV (1471-1484) in 1478 on demand of Queen Isabel of Castile
(1451-1504) and King Ferdinand of Aragon (1452-1516) — and to the Congregation
of the Holy Roman and Universal Inquisition, instituted by Pope Paul III (1534-1549)
in1542,

The Inquisition arose at the end of Middle Ages proper as a Church’s answer to
the excesses of the heretical movements that didn’t limit themselves to support devia-
tions of strictly theological character — but were also deadly threatening society. The
opposition of the people to heretics’ violence forced the ecclesiastical authorities to
intervene, basically to control and to curb a reaction by the people and handled by
secular tribunals — sometimes without the necessary wisdom — under the illusion of
solving the problem simply by sending heretics to the stake.

Temporal and spiritual powers got to combine their efforts against heresy after
having long acted on their own, the former by its own tribunals, hanging and stake,
the latter by excommunication and ecclesiastical censorship. Medieval Inquisition is
then defined by a system of repressive means, some of temporal and some others of
Spiritual kind, concurrently issued by ecclesiastical and civil authorities in order to
Protect religious orthodoxy and social order, both threatened by theological and so-
cial doctrines of heresy. Therefore, it was not created a special court for a given kind
of crimes or criminals - in this sense a tribunal of the Inquisition never existed
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
