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A LANGUAGE EVER CHANGING:
REGIONAL AND INTERNATIONAL VARIATIONS IN THE ENGLISH
LANGUAGE

The English language presents a sort of “moving target” for anyone who
wishes to study it, for it is always changing. For one thing, the language is no single
group’s possession, for usage of English is spread all over the world. The total na-
tive speakers of English on the planet may number more than 400 million. Given
that there are also at least 400 million people globally who use English as a second
language with facility, it is not surprising to find an incredible array of nuances or
variations in speech among more than 800 million speakers of the language.

Some linguists have suggested that English is becoming more fragmented. in
particular, they suggest that British and American English are moving steadily apart;
that within one or two centuries the inhabitants of London and New York will no
longer be mutually intelligible to one another. Some might observe that this is true
already regarding, say, the inhabitants of Stepney, in the East End of London, and
Red Hook, in the New York borough of Brooklyn. But most of the differences are
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
