The paper describes the mechanism of conceptualization and categorization of
semantics of taxis, its most important conceptual and categorical attributes are
shown.

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SPECIFICITY OF GRAMMATICAL CONCEPTUALIZATION
OF QUANTITY IN MODERN ENGLISH (BY THE EXAMPLE
OF MORPHOLOGICAL CATEGORY OF DEGREES
OF COMPARISON)

The article deals with the description of quantity conceptualization process by
means of the grammatical language units in modern English. The author analyzes
the conditions of various lexical and grammatical quantitative senses formation by
morphological forms of degrees of comparison of adjectives in static and dynamic
aspects. The paper describes the cognitive mechanisms involved in the process of
language conceptualization of quantity and defines the role of the additional linguis-
tic factors involved in the process of language conceptualization of quantity on the
level of morphology.
