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Resume

The issue of ethnic strife has been of increasing importance lately: Syria, Ukraine,
Transdniestria - this list can be continued. In the Russian Federation territory, in view of its
multiculturalism, this problem is highly pressing. At the same time the history of Russia has seen
unique patterns of interethnic relations. At present, this is a problem of immediate concern for
further development of the Russian Federation as a multinational state. An erroneous policy in this
sphere would pose a threat to the state integrity. Therefore, working out an efficient strategy for
examining this challenge and finding ways to surmount it takes on a special significance. Looking
at modern research techniques we find quite a few approaches to building various models of natural
and social processes. However, all these structural and conceptual formations have been created for
natural science needs and can hardly be helpful for examining ethnic conflicts. In recent works
attempts have been made to find certain common features that might contribute to building a single
methodology for facing this challenge. The lack of a holistic strategy for studying ethnic conflicts is
accounted for by their complex nature and by the human factor. However, in recent years in the
humanities-related philosophy various methodological approaches have emerged that are built upon
the thinking style of both the individual subject and of the historical period and can be instrumental
in analyzing and overcoming ethnic strife.The thinking style is molded by culture as a whole and
mediates its impact on theoretical activity and on science as a special area of culture. It can be
viewed as a combination of characteristic features of scientists' thinking, as an orientation system
aimed at certain ideas, methods, and research models. It passes the following stages: mythological
worldview, scientific understanding, methodological understanding, culture-based comprehension
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with a transition to constructive design-focused activity. Consequently, it can be stated that the
thinking style as a methodological approach inseparable from the development of the culture of a
particular ethnic group or a historical epoch is as multifaceted and versatile as ethnic conflicts
themselves, and its application for their analysis can be the most efficient strategy. On the one hand,
it can be viewed as a holistic, many-sided research methodology; on the other, it is an impetus
generating behavioral motives and algorithms. It should be pointed out that thinking styles can be
very diverse. And a tolerant thinking style is the most acceptable policy for conflict resolution when
opponents are prepared to listen carefully to each other's arguments and find compromise solutions
acceptable for both sides.
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
