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EVERYDAY LIFE OF THE DIGNITARIES IN THE EASTERN ROMAN EMPIRE
IN THE VI CENTURY (BASED ON JOHN LYDUS)

This article is devoted to the study of the work and everyday life of dignitaries of the Eastern
Roman Empire in the VI century based on the materials of the early Byzantine writer John Lydus
and his contemporaries. The article discusses the structure of senior posts in the Empire and
the administration system, the work schedule, the uniform and places of work of dignitaries and
representatives of the senatorial estate, the area of their competence and authority, leisure and habits.
In general, the strict hierarchy of the ceremonial was observed in the VI century, and dignitaries had
a busy schedule, they were responsible people and had many duties, but at the same time their high
position offered endless possibilities for them.
