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Abstract. Based on the communicative approach, the article contradicts the common perception about
postmodern audience’s political passivity. Conventional and unconventional participation formats in three
spaces, namely physical (demonstrations, rallies, protests), digital (participatory and network/citizen
journalism, online-activism, e-petitioning) and market (political consumerism, socially conscious
consumption) represent its political activity. In addition to its manifest activities, the postmodern audience
practises latent forms of individual and collective political participation (interest in politics and societal
issues, voluntary work, lifestyle related politics) that could be of great relevance for future political
actions of a more traditional dimension. Political activity may include legal confrontational practices as
well as illegal forms of political participation (hacktivism, cyberterrorism). As a communicative actor, the
postmodern audience has been defining the political agenda in the public sphere.
