Resume. Although there have been no attempts at searching for any traces of Indo-Aryan lexicon in the
Sumerian language attested in the scientific literature as yet (on some a priori presuppositions), this
direction of scientific research would become very fruitful as for positive results, especially in view of the
preliminary results that may be seen from the article.
