Resume. The article is devoted to the analysis of the historiography, connected with the personality of Rufus
Festus - the author of Breviarium in Late Antiquity and with his work. The author presents the main directions and
results of foreign researches, which mainly concentrated on the identity of Festus, his sources, structure of the work
and his purposes. The question of independence and originality of the text is debatable, because, despite the many
parallels and borrowings, it has the qualitative structural differences with works of his contemporaries and predeces-
sors. The author notes the insufficient level of studies of this issue in Russian historiography, questioned opinion
about the secondary and low historical significance of this text. The article indicates the representative character of
this source for some research tasks, related with the problem of identity of ancient person.
