Resume. This paper is a preliminary attempt to correlate the distribution of the unicorn, zebu and peacock
cultural motifs with the migration of Aryan-speaking peoples from South Asia to the Middle and Near East. In those
regions, where the image of the unicorn is associated with power (in chronological order: India, Mitanni, Gilan (Be-
fore) Ahmenid’s Iran), there are exist the Aryan languages. First of all the unicorn as a symbol of power appears in
Harappa. This, as well as the spread of South Asia (motifs) zebu and peacock in the mentioned area is well correlated
with the resettlement of the Indian subcontinent to the carriers of the Aryan language.
