PECULARITIES OF TENSE-FORM USAGE
IN MULTI-CLAUSE COMPOUND-COMPLEX SENTENCE:
LEARNING STRATEGIES

Teaching English at High Educational Establishments implies obtain-
ing definite grammar skiils by students. Different textbooks and training
aids pay much attention to the use of tense-forms in the Simple, Compound
and Complex sentences. But such a phenomenon as the Compound-
Complex sentence and its tense-forms 1s hardly paid any attention to if
ever.
