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Abstract. In this article, the authors consider the forms of addictive behavior of young people, which are
formed by various types of exposure, while the consequences can be both for the subject of addictive
behavior and for the object. Addictive behavior to a greater extent interferes with holistic social interaction,
and there is also a dependence ofthe external environment on a person with addiction. It can be said that
addictive behavior is an artificially created form of relationship in a social environment with the help of
various restrictive means. The life strategies of young people with additive behavior are formed under the
influence of external and internal factors in the context of short-term activities focused on getting and
getting out ofthe current situation, as well as adapting to new living conditions. The systemic socio-cultural
perspective of studying the addictive behavior of young people currently allows us to find out the ways of
communication impact, forms of communication that lead to acceptance by young people. The study
revealed the forms of addictive behavior of the youth of Belgorod, as well as the conditions that largely
form these forms. The peculiarity of the life of young people in the border area with Ukraine contributed
not only to the emergence, but also to the development of Internet addiction, the modern development of
smoking methods also did not bypass the Belgorod youth, it is also necessary to pay attention to the
alcoholization of youth. These types of addictive behavior generally do not have any striking features
relative to country indicators, but in this case, the mechanism ofaddiction is different. Therefore, regulation
should be based on other forms. The article defines the views of young people and the causes of addiction,
as well as a number of regulatory mechanisms are formed, conclusions are drawn that allow us to form a
managerial approach to reduce the negative impact.
